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There are many determined and talented Mozambican students interested in pursuing higher education in the United States; however, most do not know how to access these opportunities. The EducationUSA Scholars Program, implemented by the Public Affairs Section of the United States Embassy in Maputo, provides Mozambican students up-to-date, accurate, and unbiased information on higher education in the U.S. Membership in EducationUSA is free and open to qualified persons interested in study in the United States.
In 2019, EducationUSA will identify Mozambican 12th grade students and recent graduates who have not enrolled in university to participate in the EducationUSA Scholars Program. The 2019-2020 Scholars Program will assist determined students in navigating the complicated U.S. university admission process, with the goal of gaining admission and financial aid from universities in the United States and producing highly skilled youth prepared to contribute to Mozambique. Through intensive, regularly scheduled training sessions, selected students will work with EducationUSA staff over 10 months to try to secure admission and scholarships to begin study in the United States in August 2020. Participation in the EducationUSA Program provides no guarantee of admission to a university or financial assistance to study in the United States.

The EducationUSA Scholars Program offers access to all general EducationUSA advising resources as well as extensive advising services including: small group advising on specific topics related to undergraduate study in the U.S., in-depth
Individual advising by appointment, specialized workshops and seminars on essay-writing and test preparation, and a
Lending library of test preparation materials.

We do not limit the program geographically; however, students must be able to reach our office in Maputo regularly for full participation. Students admitted to the EducationUSA Scholars Program must be prepared to dedicate their time and energy to the program. With the commitment, focus, hard work, and support from the Education USA advising staff, you can be successful in your dreams of pursuing higher education in the United States.
